Fishing The Forest

It was a fine day mid morning on the Friday before the greatly
anticipated Nornalup Field Day; unfortunately the usual FDO lan Cook
[the resident expert and inspiration for this venue] was unable to attend
due to gliding commitments. Mark H [assistant FDO], Wendy & Dougie
the dog made their way down through the tall timbers to the Rest Point
Holiday Village on the banks of the Walpole inlet. Chas, Annella and
Morris were already ensconced in the Coalmine Beach Caravan Park and
later that day Peter & Kaitlin showed up in time for a wonderful feed of
fish and chips, kindly provided by Chas & Annella. Jenny H, Joshua &
Elijah had booked in a day earlier and taken a look at some of the local
attractions [the Tree Top Walk, the Valley of the Giants, etc]. Mark T,
Ruth, Sammy & Abby arrived Saturday and booked into the Riverside
resort as did Vic, Jenny P & Ashley, Louw & Kayla and kids.

There was a cloud of smoke in the area, from prescribed burns, that had descended
overnight making Saturday morning rather murky, the inlet waters
looked like espresso due to the tannins being washed down the rivers.
Our sign-on was at the car park near
the Coalmine beach, 16 signed on then
made preparations for the competition.

After shopping for various vital supplies
in Walpole, most ended up at the
Riverside chalets, just north of the Nornalup Bridge, targeting black
bream using a wide variety of
prawn and lure. Chas had
launched his “stealth” fishing
kayak, now powered by a silent electric motor, downstream
from the main group. As he made his way up river passed us,
a couple of lures / prawns landed very close to his quiet
canoe, proving the value of Drycasting practice. Chas deftly
altered course, beyond reach of our casts on his way
upstream. Our lures failed to entice the bream, however the
prawns were the go, and soon, just about everyone had landed fish. Peter and Morris, landing
trumpeters and bream, were engaged in a bit of friendly competition
were level pegging for a
while until Morris tried to
catch fish in a tree, allowing
Peter to pull away. Kaitlin,
Sammy & Abby played
around on the grass for a
while before the “friendly”
flies forced them indoors.
After a couple of hours
Jenny H, Joshua & Elijah
left for Peaceful Bay. Vic,
Louw, Ashley & Kayla fished successfully upstream.



Chas also had good fortune upstream
with bream and many tailor, unfortunately
he broke his electric motor shaft on an
underwater object as he landed his craft
near us, curtailing any further nautical
activities. The bream had been pouncing on
the baits within seconds of casting, around
4.30pm, the fish went quiet and it was time
to change location.

On sunset Chas, Morris, Peter& Kaitlin joined Mark and Wendy at Rest Point Holiday Village
where the jetty leads to a gazebo and fishermen set up for the
evening for their local catching bream, herring,
trumpeter and Morris landed a nice 28cm King
George whiting. The inlet is very picturesque
at this time of day and there is a constant flow
of fishermen returning in their boats from a
day’s fishing!

Sunday morning and an early-bird call

from Chas telling us that the fish are biting near sandy beach! Mark catches a
33cm flathead at the Rest Point jetty then joins Chas further along the inlet
where they have more success with tailor, herring, KG whiting, snapper, salmon and zebra fish.
The rest have greatly added to their tallies back at Nornalup. After a fishful morning, we gather
back to the Coal Mine Caravan Park for sign-off, where 12 Beachcombers measured 334 fish

totalling 71.56 metres made up of 9 species Vic Partington had

the longest bag 14.98 metres and

the most points 7617, he tallied 66

fish. Mark Hansen had the longest

scale fish, a 33cm flathead. Chas

caught the most species, 7 and

scored 7483 points. Peter Stoeckel

came a creditable 3 with
4411points and 43 fish. Of the six ladies that fished Kayla Van Der
Heever had the most points at 1830 and 15 fish. Kaitlin Stoeckel with 370 points and 2 bream won
the juniors. It was great to see so many of our members landing fish on the first Nornalup FD for
the Beachcombers club.
