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13th &14 th December 2013 Field Day Report Swan & Canning Rive rs  
 

“Hot in the City” 
The temperature was “summer on steroids” hot and dry: 40ºC+ the sun had a sizzle that was 

life sapping the winds were light E to SE with no relieving sea breeze. 
The latest Beachcomber's FD was a 24 hour local 

event held on the Swan & Canning Rivers. Lines down at 
4.00pm Friday afternoon and concluded at 4.00pm 
Saturday afternoon, followed by the traditional Xmas BBQ 
on the river foreshore. Chas had come up from Yarloop 
specifically to fish this FD after his recent success in 
estuarine fishing at Nornalup, he had his line in the water at 
Point Walter from lines down and got his baits stripped by 
blowies for a couple of hours. Meanwhile Mark H and Mark 
T had teamed up at a Freshwater Bay jetty and were 

mauled by blowies for a couple of hours, before deciding to move to the northern end of the Stirling 
traffic bridge, where they were joined by Peter, just before sun down. Here they caught Blowies, 
Tarwhine, Black Bream and something that bit through Mark T’s mono leader, the assumption is a 

Tailor. Chas had moved to 
Swan Yacht Club landing 
Trumpeter, Whiting and 
Flathead then grabbing a 
quick feed from the Golden 
Arches. 

At the turning of the top of the tide two Marks and one Peter moved onto the Old Traffic 
Bridge and fished from the pylon accessed from the south bank. By dropping lightly weighted 
prawns in the lee of the pylon, they caught Black Bream, Tarwhine, Tailor, Cobbler, Sand Whiting, 
Trumpeter and the usual myriad of Blowies. Chas visited them on his way to the B shed where he 
fished to the wee hours hooking onto Tarwhine and three Mulloway but only landing the smallest of 
the trio, which proved to be the longest fish caught on the FD at 33cm. 

Around midnight the other three moved upstream to the Red Herring and landed Whiting, 
Tarwhine and Blowies before grabbing a couple of hours of shut-eye in their respective vehicles, 
Chas kipped at the Mole. 

At dawn Chas had moved to Freshwater Bay and got hit 
by Blowies while the others went back to the Old Traffic bridge 
pylon, for a couple of hours adding more Bream, Tarwhine, 
Trumpeters and a Wrasse to the 
tally. Big bream could be seen 
picking at the timber pylons but 
were easily spooked when a 
prawn or soft plastic was 

presented. By the time the Bream returned un-spooked, the Blowies 
had ravaged the bait/lure. Then it was onto the Mole where a 
Butterfish [Spanish Flag?] and a Pink Snapper were hooked along 
with too many of "you know whats"

Chas moved onto his “secret Bream spot” at Redcliffe and fishing with un-weighted baits, 
hooked onto large +30cm Bream but was busted off by their cunning use of snags, he then moved 
to the Garret RD Bridge and fished in stifling +40ºc heat until noon before calling it a day. 

The other three went to the Freshwater Bay Jetty at around 11.00am 

where David and his two sons Joshua and Elijah 
dropped by to wet a line and feed the blowies after half 
an hour or so, Peter and Mark T left for Garratt Rd. 
Bridge and met up with Chas in time to grab his FD form 
before departing for home. Finally, at midday, Mark H 
landed a Flathead on the Jetty just upstream from the 
Keane St Jetty where squid could be seen hunting in the 
patches of weed along with large schooling whiting 
picking the sand bottom, herring and a Brazilian Blowies. 
A large Mulloway head could be seen on the riverbed off 

the end of the jetty. Some fish were legal size, however many of the fish caught 
were undersize, regardless, all were released to swim another day. 

In all 51 fish made up of 12 species totalling 9.63 metres were measured by 4 competitors. 
Chas had the longest fish: a Mulloway at 33cm also the longest bag of 3metres. Mark H caught 10 
species and scored the most points.  

The BBQ kicked off at 4.00pm next to Garratt Rd. Bridge the oppressive heat had reduced to 
a more comfortable level. Greg, Michelle & Holly were already there when Mark & Wendy [with 

Dougie the Dog], Mal and Vix, Peter, Jennie and Kaitlin 
arrived followed by Morris and Elana [with Cowboy the Dog] 
and new members Brian and Angela with their grandsons. 
After an hour or so of nibblies, drinks and general chat the 
electric BBQs were deployed cooking various cuts of meat, 
sausages, onions and prawns. The Kolmans generously 
provided dessert of ice-cream and a fruit flan for the mob. It 
was nearly dark when we finally wished each other “seasons 
greetings” and wended our way home. 

The next FD for the New Year is an Open, which is a “fish anywhere” in the State on the 18th
