Beef, Pineapple & Capsicum Kebabs
5009 rump steak

1 tin pineapple pieces

1 red capsicum, cubed

Marinade

1 cup chicken stock

Y. cup honey

1/3 cup tomato sauce

1 garlic clove, crushed

2 tablespoons soy sauce

% teaspoon chilli powder
Ground black pepper to taste

Alternatively thread beef, pineapple and capsicum onto skewers and place in a shallow dish.
Combine all marinade ingredients and pour over kebabs. Leave for an hour. Barbecue on well
oiled barbecue plate or grill until cooked. Brush with reserved marinade whilst cooking.

Tip: if using bamboo skewers, soak in water for 30 minutes prior to using to stop skewers from
burning whilst cooking.

Baked Chops with Tomatoes
4-6 large lamb chops of choice

2 tablespoons oil

3 tablespoons red wine

1 tablespoon dried thyme

Salt and pepper

Tomato Topping

410g tin crushed tomatoes
1 capsicum, diced

1 red onion, diced

2 crushed garlic cloves

Place chops in a deep dish. Mix oil, wine, thyme, salt and pepper together and then pour
over chops. Cover and marinate for 1 hour.

Tomato Topping: Combine crushed tomatoes, capsicum, onion and garlic. Place lamb
chops in warmed camp oven and spoon tomato topping over. Cook in camp oven in
medium to hot coals for 1 hour until chops are cooked through. Serve with mash potato or
rice.
