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The Saturday morning of the AAA state estuary competition
was blowing its guts out, the gusting easterly poured off the
ranges and buffeted the car as we [Mark and Wendy] made
our way to the Cockburn Power boat-ramp at Woodman’s
point. As we parked the Subaru close to the drop off area we
could see that Greg had already arrived, launched his boat
and was reclining in said boat, inspecting the insides of his
eyelids for cracks. Our gear was transferred efficiently from
the car to the boat, the motor fired up and the mooring lines
cast off as Capt Walker eased the “It's Mine” away from the
dock and out of the marina. After a brief discussion on
“where are we going to go” the consensus was to try around
Carnac island, I trolled a “Smilin’ Jack” lure for part of the
way across the Sound but nothing was attracted to it apart
from an adventurous bit of weed. Because of the strong
easterly the boat had a following wind and outward-bound
waves. At Carnac the boat rods were baited and deployed as
the vessel drifted between Carnac and Garden | =
Islands heading westerly courtesy of the |
gusting land breeze. After an hour or so of
proving there are no fish within casting
distance of the boat and the noon hour fast
approaching we beat a hasty and rather lumpy
dash back to the boat ramp. We met up with
fellow Beachcombers Peter, Chas and
Charles, ready for the State Comp. Peter had
already been to the captains meeting at Troy Park
and was fully briefed on the competitions
requirements. Greg, Wendy and |, after a brief
reconnoitre down the coast, finally anchored up just
. west of the Woodman’s point groin about 300
meters away from where Peter and Charles were
fishing on the beach/rocks. Chas had brought his
stealthy fishing kayak and anchored up a little way
down current from us. First the burley went over
then the lines with baited/-lured hooks eagerly flung
into the briny. Straight away the blowies eagerly
impaled themselves on the hooks causing
swearing from the fishing fraternity. Once the burley started to work, the herring and
trumpeters came on in dribs and drabs.
Chas had more luck in enticing not only
herring and trumpeters but also gardies
and skippy. Capt Greg decided that the
combination of heavy sea air and the
excitement of catching blowies called for a
nautical nap and went below decks for a”
bit of a kip”. Towards sundown the Captain
ordered that the vessel “return to port”, the




boat was placed on its trailer, the fishing
gear was returned to the rightful cars and
the catch was cleaned and bagged. Greg
made his way home while Wendy and |
visited the rest of the team now fishing still
. at Woodman'’s point. Peter announced that
he had caught and released some
“unidentified fish”, Charles had landed
whiting and Chas had bagged a King
George whiting. | dropped Wendy back at
home, swapped the Subaru for the Cruiser,

chucked in some fishing gear and swag then
headed back to the boys for the night session
[stopping briefly to pick up a highly requested
pizza]. Around midnight Chas’s line began to
peel off his reel as something rather large was
making a beeline to Rotto! This thing just kept
on going, about 300 metres of line had left the
reel and was well into the backing when Chas
decided to tighten
the drag until it
locked up, with
Pete’s help the long process of winding the monster
back commenced, finally after 30 Or 40 minutes of arm
cramping  struggle
the 5 foot eagle ray
was beached,
photographed and
released. We called
it a night and after a
beverage and small
talk swags were
unrolled and the
sound of the ever-
present wind and
lapping waves sent
us to sleep. The Dawn saw Chas rudely awaken
Peter and not quite so rudely rouse me from our
slumbers for a morning’s unsuccessful attempt at
catching fish. | had to depart for a family birthday :
party so left my 13 herring for Peter to weigh in at the AAA state competltlon
Unfortunately only a maximum of 8 of any one species can be weighed in,
consequently my bag was disqualified, BUGGER! However, Chas won our Field day
with six species totalling 5.82 metres of fish. Well done!

Cervantes Field Day Report 11&12 December 2010

The new road from Lancelin to Cervantes has knocked about 40 kms and half an
hour of the trip to one of our
favourite Field day venues
Black Rock just north of
Cervantes where we went
for a bit of a fish last month
pitching camp next to a
bloke called Paul, and his
mate, who had coincidently
worked on the same building
site as Mark a couple of
years ago and we had a great time standing with the birds at the water’s edge, rods in
hand, swapping fishing stories, then later, with beverages in hand continuing the stories

Anyway, fast forward to the Friday
afternoon before the December Field Day,
Mark rings Paul to let him know of tomorrow’s
event and if he’'d like to come along and fish
with the club. Paul said " Bugger!
He really wanted to go but he was meant to

- be fishing for crays that morning but he'd see
& ; > ; what he could do.” On Saturday morning
Mark, Wendy, Peter, Charles and Greg
converged at the appointed place and time for the sign on. We agreed to fish at Black
rock. Mark and Wendy took the bush tracks behind the dunes while the others went
down the less scratchy but potentially more boggy route of the beach, maintaining radio
contact as we traveled
south. The beach brigade
had the fast run, as the
sand was firm and easy
going. When Mark and
Wendy arrived at the
campsite the others were
nowhere to be seen, Pete’s
wonderful navigation skills
had taken them right
passed Black rock and
down to first reef another
kilometre or two further on!

After a bit of “friendly” radio chat the wayward group came back and we all set up
ready for the next 24 hours of coastal bliss. Noon was technically lines down but what
with setting up the campers, tarps, beverages and the unexpected arrival of Paul and
his mate Matt, so once the introductions had been made, the lines didn’t get wet till well
into the afternoon. The sea breeze was at sandblast strength that made fishing a little
uncomfortable on the south face of the legs and despite plenty of burley nothing
responded to our efforts, apart from a few blowies, until Charles managed 5 herring
before stumps.

The next morning a
gentle southeasterly breeze
caressed the more keen
Beachcombers who were up in
the pre-dawn light down at the
rock platform. The burley trail
was slowly drifting northwest,
and the gardies started to pay a
bit of interest in our efforts, the
blowies were ever present near

the reef but herring seemed remarkably absent. Paul got into the skippy and a ray,
which unfortunately wasn’'t measured. Charles caught the most species: - herring,

garfish, skippy and a flounder. Our illustrious leader,
Peter, demonstrating his considerable fishing prowess,

caught his first fish for the
year, a magnificent sand
whiting.

Paul and Matt had
to leave early to be back
home for family duties
and just before lines-up
the sea breeze returned
curtailing any  further
fishing. The camping and
fishing gear was efficiently

packed up and we drove down the old original track
back to Cervantes for tyre inflation and lunch. Even
though Paul had the most points at 1653, Mark had the
longest total length at 8.07metres while Charles bagged
the longest scale fish a 450m gardle and Pete’s 22cm whiting deserves an honourable
